	1800s

	The old practice of dueling was present even before the British controlled the colonies. Over time the Old South had clung to this tradition. It was a formal duel between two parties of which one had been insulted by the other. Most times the dispute was settled by friends of the two parties but many duels ended violently. 

	Dueling encouraged men to settle disputes without any thought of the law, and this brash idea in the south could eventually play into there attempt at succession during the civil war. The idea that violence was needed to settle pride disputes was not new, but in this era it had all but been left behind. The code of honor and dueling led southerner’s to believe they were above the law. The southern notion of honor lended itself to a self perception of southern gentlemen as chivalrous knights giving rise to some interesting cultural allusions – The University of Virginia Cavaliers, The Knights of the Ku Klux Klan, etc.

	Nat Turner’s Rebellion showed that slaves were becoming restless and that they could revolt. This scared the central government because of how many slaves were in the US at the time. Even though Turner was killed, he was essentially a martyr for his cause and showed that slaves could rise up.

	A young French man coming to the United States to learn about the “half-civilized, half- wild” American republic. He published Democracy in America.

	Alexis de Tocqeville’s Democracy in America provided valuable insight into the United States and how it was viewed from his point of view. He notices that all American’s seemed to only be concerned of “getting rich” and getting ahead of one another. 
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	Cherokee Nation v. Georgia
	1831

	Chief Justice Marshall recognized Cherokee’s claims to their eastern lands. They were dubbed to be a “domestic, dependent nation”. Jackson ignored the verdict.

	Even though Justice Marshall recognized the Cherokee Nation, President Andrew Jackson ignored him and soon caused the Trail of Tears, which would cause many to Indians to leave their homes.

	1831

	Turner led a slave rebellion in VA that killed over 60 whites. The rebellion was defeated by the militia, and Turner and his followers were executed. 
	Turner's rebellion ended up being the largest rebellion by a group of slaves in U.S history.(There is much dispute over this characterization however, as the Black Seminole Rebellion and the Louisiana Slave Revolt probably involved far more slaves plus, the Seminole Rebellion actually resulted in emancipation for some slaves unlike any of the other revolts)  The Virginians hearts only hardened on the subject of setting slaves free because of this act.  The fact that so many whites were killed scared the bejezus out of slave owners throughout the south making John Brown’s ambitions at Harper’s Ferry all the more frightening.

	1832

	Americans remained vulnerable to disease even though the conditions were slowly rising. They were vulnerable diseases such as cholera, and yellow fever. These diseases spread very rapidly and were almost impossible to control.

	Epidemic diseases like choler and yellow fever, which were ironically made worse in spreading by the transportion revolution, were unexplainable by physicians. This led to a distrust from the public in the medical profession and public health was no longer valued. Contagionists even called for quaratine in certain areas. This distrust continued until the discovery of anesthesia made advances in surgery which gradually improved the public image of doctors and surgeons.

	1832

	Jackson realized that the Bank was becoming too powerful and independent of national government. The Bank was located in Philadelphia, symbolizing independence from national government. The Bank was controlled by stockholders instead of the government. Biddle, the bank’s president, asked for another charter for the Bank. Jackson immediately vetoed and won the presidential election of 1832. Jackson then tried to finish off the bank by withdrawing federal deposits from it and storing them in private-owned banks.

	Jackson eventually finished off the Bank, as it bankrupted after his term ended. Jackson made himself clear on major issues, and set himself and his supporters in the government. This split the Democrats and Whigs that much more. The Bank stayed dead for many years after Jackson left office.

	1832

	When a South Carolina convention nullified the collection of tariffs (from national orders)of 1828 and 1832, Jackson responded with ire and sent arms to Unionists in South Carolina.  The ordeal ended with the Compromise Tariff of 1833, which slowly lowered the tariffs, and the Force Bill which gave Jackson the right to use arms in the process of collecting tariffs. South Carolina nullified the Force Bill but rescinded their nullification of the previous tariffs.

	Polarizing Southerners against supporters of high tariffs, this conflict (& eventual resolution) put the country at the brink of greater problems, like secession or civil war. The compromise that ended it gave Henry Clay and other proponents of tariffs in reasonable control over the issue, even if the tariff did end up getting lower. The Nullification Crisis set up an almost civil war.

	 A major canal that linked New York to the Great Lakes and also the European shipping routes.  

	The Erie Canal allowed Ohio to build a network of canals that allowed farmers to ship their wheat by water instead of by road. The Erie Canal was so successful that they had to double the size of the canal to handle all the traffic.

	1833

	Architected by Henry Clay, the Compromise of 1833 (also known as the Compromise Tariff) allowed gradual lowering of tariff duties from 1833 to 1842.

	Henry Clay passed this act to reduce possibility or decentralization of the government by compromising. This made everyone possible happy and helped bring unity back to the US.
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	The Olive Branch and the Sword

	1833

	Two acts.  One which extended the olive branch to the South Carolinians by reducing the Tarrif, the other (the sword) which stated that the President had the right to use force to collect the taxes declared nullified by South Carolina.

	This act established the principle of unionism, that the president has the right to enforce laws over the protests of the states, and it also saved the country from a civil war for 30 years.  The issue of states rights was not settled, however.

	1833-1836

	As the charter for the Bank of the United States was running out, Jackson could have sat idly by and allowed it to die.  But he wanted to kill it once and for all for sure, so he began removing federal deposits from the bank and putting them in private banks.

	This policy gave rise to new problems.  The private banks of individual states began issuing more and more notes and extending more and more loans.  This rapid economic expansion led to more paper money, but the Democratic party split between preferences of paper money vs. coin money.

	1834

	Santa Anna became the President of Mexico in 1834.  He was able to pass laws that caused many of the Mexican states including Tejas (Texas) to rebel.  These laws restricted the individual state rights.  He also invaded Texas during the revolution.

	Santa Anna was a dominant force in Mexican politics in the 19th century; he was dictator on many separate occasions. His invasion of Texas failed, and he was defeated by Sam Houston, allowing Texas to become independent.
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	P.T. Barnum

	1834

	A showman who entertained the public with “natural wonders”

	Recognized that newspapers could invented and report news. Wrote letters to newspapers. Provided lectures on evils of alcohol. Tapped the public’s insatiable appetite for natural wonders.
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	PT Barnum

	1834

	Known as a conman and a hustler during his time, PT Barnum was able to take a museum and create fake attractions and make money off of people.  “There’s a sucker born every minute”

	Barnum was a pioneer of the circus. Many circuses later emerged, and his show still exists today. Barnum provided a unique way for people to enjoy themselves, albeit a little…shady.

	1834

	Emerging from Thomas Jefferson's Republicans, this party advocated by Andrew Jackson favored states' rights over strong national power.

Soon the Republicans and Democrats may become…Zeit-gits (yes, I meant to spell it that way) Don’t know if this is the best entry, but it is the one that made me laugh..

	1834

	Jackson, the seventh President of the United States, was a frontiersman who believed that tribes such as the Indian tribes must also follow the law of states and not exist by themselves as independent nations. Jackson also initiated the Indian Removal Act. 

	Jackson’s Indian Removal Act received more criticism than ever because of his treatment of the Cherokees. The act authorized him to exchange western territory for tribal land.

	After Texas declared independence, Sam Houston was elected as Texas’ first president.  Sam Houston was able to recruit more Americans and soon, Texas won the revolution by Sam Houston’s victory in San Jacinto.

	Houston’s victory at San Jacinto allowed Texas to become independent. He was later president of Texas and a US senator. The city of Houston is named after him.

	1836

	Led by Santa Anna, 4,000 Mexican troops lay siege to an old fortress full of 200 American rebels, where they fought and Mexico eventually regained control of Texas

	Occurring after Texas had declared independence, the Revolution caused the Americans to send in troops led by Sam Houston to kill the Mexican army and regain Texas’ independence from Mexico.

	1836

	Jackson’s VP and successor; he received the U.S. in a slump after the Jacksonian speculative boom.  Wages fell, cotton dropped for many reasons (practically all possible reasons), and projects halted.  He signed an Independent Treasury Act in 1840 to contain all national government investments.  The state banks, however, raised the interest in speculation and caused further issues.

	Van Buren continued the Jacksonian idea of opposing a nationally-sponsored bank, putting in place the Independent Treasury instead, although it would leave conflicts between state banks and national government unresolved. His presidency came at an inopportune moment, so that his economic policies seemed to worsen the already bad economic climate.

	1836

	Massachusetts towns where two textile mills where established as experiments in factory manufacturing and employed six thousand workers that had everything from a ten pm curfew to “moral police”.
	The rapid growth of the textile industry resulted in a shortage of labor. Textile manufactures had to make deals to entice laborers to come to work. The Lowell system guaranteed employees housing. Six thousand more workers were hired due to the new textile mills. The majority of workers here were single young women who were supposed to keep a good reputation.

	1837

	A financial crisis in the U.S. that was based heavily on “speculative fever”.

	Economic panic of 1837 was one of many economic   disasters involving the speculation of western land.

	1837

	Deere invented a steel-tipped plow which allowed for faster planting on the prairie. 

	John Deere’s steel plow would revolutionize farming in the United States forever.  Because of the steel-tipped plow, new farmland was created, and the population of the US boomed.

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	Angelina and Sarah Grimké

	1837

	They were daughters of a slaveholder who were influential abolitionists in New England. Their focus later turned to women’s rights in the anti-slavery movement.

	Angelina and Sarah Grimke were notable because they were women who not only spoke out against slavery, but they also leaders of women’s rights later.  Because they were Quakers (women were held with low regard in the Quaker community) and they spoke to audiences of both males and females, their movement was very controversial.

	1837

	After Jackson left office in 1837, the economy boomed but then fell for many reasons. One, the banks suspended specie payments. Also, Jackson said only specie could buy land and now specie was not circulated as much. They also raised interest in banks to match the British which the economy could not handle. Lastly, the price of cotton was lowered and lowered even more when there was a great surplus on 1839.

	The panic personally hit many citizens of the United States, but strengthened the Whig party. The solution to the panic, the Independent Treasury Bill, would help link the interest of the national government and banking, but not significantly help the economy.

	1837

	Starting in the area of Montana, there was a small pox outbreak at fort Union, and from there it traveled down the Missouri and other rivers.  This caused over 250,000 deaths.

	The smallpox epidemic devastated both whites and Indians alike. It was particularly devastating for Indians, as several tribes and villages were completely wiped out.
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	Trail of tears

	1838

	The (questionably legal) Treaty of New Echota was passed which gave the Cherokee land to the United States. The Cherokees were forced to move west walking along the trail of tears. More than one third of the Indians died. 

	When the Cherokee land was taken away and they were forced to move their homes to the Indian Territory, it really exemplified the cruelty they had to face as Indians. A rough total of eight thousand died.

	1840

	Nativism is the reaction against immigrants into America who have different ethnic and religious backgrounds. Anti-Immigrant associations formed throughout America. 

	These groups and the growing fear and hatred toward immigrants became a major social and political issue. Nativist parties began to flourish and had huge amounts of influence over politics. On the social side, resistance to in coming immigrants sparked violent riots that caused the deaths on both sides. 
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	Overland Trail

	1840

	The Overland Trail was an alternative trail to the west coast that passed through the city of Salt Lake.  Stage coaches were used to go over the trail, but this trail consisted of many hardships for most people. From a total of 11,000 pioneers who started on the trail, only about 2700 reached the west coast.

	Death and disease were rampant on the trail, which became immortalized in American literature and art. The infamous Donner Party also traveled the trail. The Americans who managed to reach Oregon built towns and were the first colonists of the new territory.

	1840

	The overland trail was a route west that covered to Oregon and to California and was traveled by thousands of Americans. The trail was rough and caused many deaths and even reported turns to cannibalism. 

	The journey of pioneers from the East to the Western Coast would tip the scales in favor of independence for California from Mexico. The few Mexicans living in California had little loyalty to Mexico and the numbers of new arrivals, a few as there were, would hold huge influence.

	The Whig candidate William Harrison took over after the election of 1840 and whig majorities were spread to both houses of Congress.

	Images of blacks in the minstrelsy catered to the prejudices of the working class whites. Planted images and expectations about black’s behavior through Uncle Ned and Zip Coon.

	1840

	Phrenology was created by a physician named Franz Gall who believed one could read a person’s character by the bumps and indentions in a persons skull. Phrenologists believed the mind was composed of seven different organs which were shaped due to organs development so the skulls shape could depict ones character. 

	Phrenology appealed to the Americans as a realistic science. It gave the public a way to assess others quickly. Merchants  would use phrenological charts to hire their workers, and some women would have to undergo an analysis before marriage.

Most of these strange religious groups emphasized the high importance of emotion in faith.

	Americans really did believe more than Europe which baffled some foreigners.  The Europeans would look at the U.S. and say how young (less than 100 years) and naïve they were because Americans actually held a belief in a greater being.  Now, American faith is diminishing and may soon be as empty as the many European churches.

	1840

	A cabin made out of logs but also it is the symbol for the Whig Party. The Whigs in the Election of 1840 nominated Harrison who was ridiculed for being an Old Granny living in a log cabin. 	The Minstrel shows were shows held where white men would put on ‘blackface’ and perform for the night with song, dance and sketches. Unfortunately, instead of opening the mainly white audience, it catered to their prejudice. 

	The performances are featured on elements of the African American culture. Minstrel troupes depicts blacks as stupid, and clumsy, they over emphasized their blackness.

	1840s

	A show of “blackfaces”, that included negro songs and dances.

	The Minstrel Shows created stereotypes about African Americans that would pave the way for White American’s prejudice for years to come.
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	Minstrel Shows 

	1840s

	Shows in which white men would dress up as black men and sing and dance. The performances were usually degrading toward blacks, as they were portrayed and dumb and clumsy.

Illinois, Indiana, and Wisconsin replaced Ohio, Pennsylvania, and New York as the premier wheat-growing states.  The railroads also spurred growth of small towns along their routes, were the nation’s first big business, helped to make Wall Street the nation’s greatest capital market because of the securities traded at the New York Stock Exchange, and New York became the center of modern investment firms.

	1841

	She was a school teacher who was supported by Horace Mann in leading a campaign for improving the living conditions and treatment of the mentally insane. One of her proposals included creating asylums separate from prisons.

	Dorothea Dix persuaded legislatures to create separate asylums for the mentally ill. Because of this, the belief that deviant behavior in society could be erased by providing the right environment became more accepted. 
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	Commonwealth vs. Hunt

	1842

	 A landmark legal decision issued by the Massachusetts Supreme Judicial Court on the subject of labor unions.

	The court decision turned in favor of the unions to allow them to strike and said that they were not monopolies so that they could trade. 
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	Daniel Webster

	1842

	Tyler’s secretary of state, concluded the Webster-Ashburton Treaty with Great Britain, settled a dispute over the Maine-Canada border. 

	Created the Webster Ashburton treaty that resolved the Carolina affair, established a boarder between the US and Canada, and signaled peace between the US and Britain 
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	Election of 1844

	1844

	James K Polk became the first presidential dark horse. Despite the fact that he was an unknown political figure, Polk managed to convince states that his policies were needed to save the nation and captured the presidency. 

	This was the first vote where immigrants not only had a substantial part, but also caused the vote to swing from clay to Polk, showing campaigns that they now also had to take immigrant support into consideration. 
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	Oregon

	1844

	In order to quell disputes over annexing Texas as a slave state, Polk brought up the territory of Oregon. Controlled by the British, Polk claimed the US could take everything below the 54° 50’ line. 

	By dividing the territory in half, Polk successfully avoided war with Britain and he also appeased those against slavery or the addition of slave states by admitting Oregon as a free state.
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	Methodists

	1844

	The most successful new frontier denomination, and the largest American Protestant denomination, the Methodists thought religion was from the Heart, not the head. 

	The Methodists are still around today, although some of their practices may be very different from the times of the frontier.  The Methodists are an example of a very successful religion that resulted from the Second Great Awakening.

	Methodist and Baptist Church split

	1844

	The Methodist and the Baptists church split over the issue of slavery. One was for and one was against, causing a rift between the heads of the church and causing the split.

	The split in the church became just another rift between the southern slave states and the north. This rift would continue to widen for a number of reason until finally both sides couldn’t stand each other any longer. 
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	Edgar Allen Poe

	1845

	Edgar Allen Poe was a brilliant poet that wrote wonderful works of poetry and novels.  Some of his work includes the Tell Tale Heart, and his most famous poem, The Raven. 

	Poe was one of the most influential poets of all time, influencing Doyle and Verne among others. Poe and his works are often alluded to in modern culture. 
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	Pessimism in Writing

	1845

	A general disposition to look on the dark side lead many writers such as Nathaniel Hawthorne, Herman Melville, and Edgar Allan Poe to create characters, in their books, that were obsessed with pride, guilt, and a desire for revenge. 

	This pessimism, which created a perpetual confliction in fiction, shaped  American literature in the way It was presented. Tocqueville predicted that writers in democratic nations would explore abstract and universal ideas of human nature and he was right.
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	Bear Flag Republic

	1846

	Fremont captured the town of Sonoma and proclaimed the independent “Bear Flag Republic”, established U.S. control over California. 

	The bear flag republic established the bear flag as the official flag of California 
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	John Fremont

	1846

	Fremont was instructed to protect US interests in California. Instead, he led insurgents, captured Sonoma, and made the California an independent state (later annexed).

	John Fremont’s actions in taking control of California lead to a short independence of the California Republic.  Today, remnants of the California Republic are seen in the state’s flag.  John Fremont was also the first candidate to represent the Republican Party.
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	Monterrey

	1846

	Taylor routed the Mexican Army in Texas and pursued it across the Rio Grande, captured the major city of Monterrey.

	Important economic center for Mexico after Mexicans independence war because of its ties with Europe and the US
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	Oregon Boundary Dispute

	1846

	Polk ended mutual British-American occupation of Oregon and threatened either war or negotiations. Britain negotiated, and the boundary was set at the 49th parallel.

	James Polk’s treaty that set the 49th parallel is still seen today with the border between the United States and Canada.  The 49th parallel border stretches from Washington to the middle of Minnesota.

	1846

	Many Americans were doubtful of medicine so they turned to therapies which promised longer life. 

	Graham came up wth several methods to improve health such as relaxation and exercise, the water cure and eating less. His books sold well and he used sickness to lead to talking about a Heaven on earth.

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	Bible Riots

	1848

	This is a term for when the Whigs religious values were threatened by the Irish and Germans. The Irish and Germans shunned whigs. 

	The bible riots demonstrated the interplay of nativism, politics and religon. They showed how the local problems and issues shaped the immigrants mindsets when It came to political loyalties. 
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	California Gold Rush

	1848

	After a carpenter found gold in California, hundreds of thousands of people rushed to California. The population skyrocketed from 15,000 in 1848 to 250,000 in 1852.

	The California Gold Rush would soon lead to a major growth in population in California and a major slave related crisis over the admission of California as a free state.  (See the Compromise of 1850) Today, even though the gold rush is over, California is the US’s largest state in population with over 35 million people.
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	Election of 1848

	1848

	In this election, the discussion of slavery became ever more prominent and important to the people.

	Despite the desire of the people to settle the controversy involving slavery, neither side committed to a definite decision, and Zachary Taylor, due to the opponent’s neglect and alienation of the northern states, won the election of 1848.
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	Forty Eighters

	1848

	German political refugees that came to America in the year 1848.

	The Forty-Eighters came to America because of the political turmoil in Austria and parts of Germany and would become very outspoken in their political beliefs.
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	Popular Sovereignty

	1848

	Proposed by Lewis Cass, Polk’s Democratic opponent in the election of 1848, this called for people in the territories to determine if slavery should be legal there.

	The idea of Popular Sovereignty played a role in the election of 1848.  The Free Soil Party, even though it did not receive any electoral votes, the ideas of anti-slavery grew in the north over the actions of popular sovereignty.  This would causes problems leading to the Civil War.
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	Treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo

	1848

	This treaty ended the Mexican-American War. Mexico ceded a lot of land to the US, including California and all of what is now the southwestern USA. The US paid Mexico $15 million and paid damages its citizens claimed against Mexico.

	Because of the Treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo, a large portion of Mexico was given to the United States.  Today, California, Utah, New Mexico, Texas, Nevada, Colorado, and Arizona are the states that are located in the territory given to the US. Nearly ¼ of the US population today lives in this area.

	Supported by the majority of Whigs, a Louisiana slaveholder with appeal to the South, a political newcomer with no loyalty to a discredited American System. 

	Organized The United states Department of the interior responsible for the management federal land and natural programs having to do with  Native Americans 
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	Oneida Community

	1848

	This was a utopian society in New York installed by John Humphrey Noyes who challenged the conformity in religion, property, family roles, gender, fashion, and etc. People outside the community felt anger at Noyes’s practices of communism in things such as marriage and property. It was surprisingly more successful than a majority of other utopian societies.

	The Oneida Community was the most controversial of the utopian societies in the 1800s. Because Noyes challenged conventional notions for equality everywhere, even within marriage. The Oneida Community exemplified the extreme ideas of idealism during the Jacksonian era.  
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	Seneca Falls Convention

	1848

	In 1848, a large number of feminists joined together to organize a large scale feminist movement. There, they drafted the Declaration of Sentiments, as well as began the feminists’ campaign for women’s suffrage. 

	The Seneca Falls convention brought some much needed attention to the feminist movement. There, the important campaign for women’s suffrage also began, but most of all it organized the movement as well as provided emotional support and relief for women. 
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	Know-Nothing Party

	1850

	Because of a large growth in Catholic immigration in the US, ideals of anti-immigration became popular.  One secret organization, the Know-Nothings were a political organization created by Protestant mobs.

	The Know-Nothing party believed in nativism, and were subsequently anti-immigrant. They were a major political force in the 1850s. It appeared that this party would become competition to the Democrats, but the party self destructed because the two sides of the party disagreed over slavery.
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	Hawthorne

	1850

	Nathalie Hawthorne was a writer in the mid-19th century that wrote many books during his time, but one of the most famous books is The Scarlet Letter. 

	Hawthorne was a romantic writer who often portrayed Puritan N and themes of evil and sin. His books were widely sold in the 1800s and are still read and discussed today.
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	Nathanial Hawthorne

	1850

	An American writer who drew from the past for his inspiration. One of his most famous pieces is “The Scarlett Letter”.

	Hawthorne, unlike most of his contemporaries, focused on the past and the physiological aspects of it, instead of present day America. 
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	Railroad boom

	1850

	American Railroads provided a fast and comfortable transportation that provided for the common person. As the nation’s railroad network expanded a problem started to arise. 

	The railroad lines could not be connected to one another because the width of each track was different. Sleeping accommodations became crude because the lines could not connect together, the passengers would constantly need to change trains. The Americans did not let this problem stop them. By the 1860’s the United States had more tracks than the rest of the world.
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	Walt Whitman

	1850

	An American journalist who was also a reverent democrat. His most famous book of poems is called “Leaves of Grass”.

	Whitman’s writings were primarily in free verse, shattering the conventional method of writing poetry for the time and paving a new road for poets who would follow his lead. 
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	African Methodist Episcopal Church

	1850

	This church taught the beliefs of the first American denomination of Christianity developed by and for African-Americans. The church was established after a group of free blacks were thrown out of a church in Philadelphia and decided to establish their own church to attend. 

	Prejudice against blacks was ingrained in the white society. The voting rights of African-Americans were very restricted. There were many attempts to bar the free blacks from migrations, and segregation started unraveling in public places. The A.M.E. church allowed outcast blacks to come together. The members campaigned against slavery and provided education for the black children. 
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	Broad Kinship patterns

	1850

	A major custom from west African culture, a Broad Kinship pattern was a family that held close ties between family members.  They were reinforced by the separation of families during slavery.

	The broad kinship kept ties between family members. Slaves banded together to endure their hardships. The broad kinship pattern is a feature of African culture, which also encouraged extended family ties.
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	Cotton Kingdom

	1850

	The nickname for the southern part of the U.S during the 1800s.

	The south had become an economically important part of America and Britain in the 1850s due solely to their growth of cotton. The Phrase “Cotton is King” was understood (With naiveté’ in the extreme) to mean that a cotton based economy was virtually immune to economic fluctuations, a concept that would lead southerners to make some highly questionable assumptions about their ability to win a Civil War subsequent to secession.

	Tredegar Iron Works

	1850

	Tredegar iron works was the fourth largest producer of iron in the country and the only one in the south, located in Richmond. 

	Despite the Tredegar Iron Works, the industrial section of the South was next to non-existent. The South had one third of the nation’s population but only ten percent of its industrial productions. The lack of industrial output in the South would be a major factor in the southern resistance to tariffs. 
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	Underground Railroad

	1850

	The Underground Railroad was a secret system lead by former slaves.  They would establish safe houses and help many other slaves escape to freedom by traveling to the north.  Harriet Tubman and Josiah Henson were two of the former slaves that helped.

	Tens of thousands of slaves escaped via the Underground Railroad, which hurt the Confederate economy and plantation owners during the Civil War. The Railroad showed that even many Southerners opposed slavery.
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	Phrenology

	1850s

	Phrenology is philosophical belief that each person controls their own destiny. Created by Franz Gall, it taught that sub-organs in the brain (and resulting skull shape) determined character.

	Phrenology soon became a representation of antebellum America. The famous statues of heads and the map of the brain were all created by Phrenology.  These ideas caused a more positive outlook for most Americans.
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	Phrenology

	1850s

	This belief, brought about by Franz J. Gall, displayed that a person’s character was displayed on, not their sleeve, but their skull.

	This idea is significant because it gives rise to the idea that man is in control of himself, promoting the idea of the “Self Made Man”.
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	Railroads

	1850s

	Railroads linked many major American cities. In the 1850s, a railroad boom occurred, allowing for faster trains, more rails, night service, and better engines. 

	The establishment of railroads in the United States caused a major boom in trade and the economy.  Trans-continental railroad companies were created.  Amtrak is one famous railroad company today.

	1850s

	Agriculture dominated by giant cash crops, sugar and cotton.

	1857

	Wrote The Impending Crisis of the South.

	This book was one of many that asked the slave owners of the south to abolish slavery.
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	Impending Crisis of the South

	1857

	A literary work by Hinton R. Helper, calling on nonslaveholders to abolish the institution of slavery in their own interest. 

	The decline of slaveholders left slaveholders worried about the loyalty of nonslaveholders to slavery 
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	Phrenology

	1859

	The belief that you can read a persons character by examining bumps on the skull

	Rested on the idea that the human mind comprised thirty seven distinct faculties. Appealed to Americans as a “practical” science, promised quick assessment of others. 
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	German Immigrants

	1860

	Because there was no nation of Germany in 1860, German immigrants classified themselves as different peoples and this lead to a large span of different peoples and occupations in America.  Some were farmers, while others were artisans or tailors.

	German immigrants came from diverse classes; along with laborers, doctors and lawyers also came. Therefore, Germans were able to establish their own communities with schools, militias, and fire departments.
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	Penny press

	1860

	Cheap newspapers developed by James Bennett and P.T. Barnum

	Made the public want what they had to sell, example of the technology of recreation.
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	 Rococo

	1860

	Rococo was mass-produced furniture, which French style furnishings and ornaments. 

	Rococo symbolized the blurring of the lines between the middle and upper class as things became more affordable to everyone because of mass production. 
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	Samuel F.B. Morse

	1860

	Transmitted the first telegraph message 

	Americans eagerly seized on the telegraph’s promise to eliminate the constraints of time and place. Formed telegraph companies and strung lines with stunning speed.
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	Cotton textile mills

	1860

	Mills that used the cotton produced in the south to turn out cotton textiles for sale throughout the world.

	The few cotton mills that were created were examples of the south’s industrialization that was applied to agriculture which would be the basis of white society in the south during the 1800s
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	Abstinence 

	1865

	Sexual ideas during the 1800s had changed to point where many Americans were anti-sexual. Abstinence limited sexual activity and even led to limits on the family size. 

	One way of controlling intercourse was for women to sleep alone. Women had so many constraints and little or no sources of stimulations; women “seem to have simply shriveled up” (72). They were destroyed by the atmosphere they live in. 
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	Limited Family Size

	1865

	By the late 19th century to the 20th century, many families decided to practice abstinence, which caused a decrease in the size of most families.

	Due to the decline in the number of farmers, fewer children were needed for labor, thus, it was less economically viable to have more children. Birthrates remained higher in rural areas.
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	Hudson River School

	1870’s

	1893

	Turner, an influential historian, analyzed the westward movement of settlers over time. He believed the frontier promoted individualism and egalitarianism. 

	Frederick Turner’s ideals would give good examples of the uniqueness that Americans hold in the world.  The ideals of westward expansion would soon become ideals of expansion overseas in the Pacific and Caribbean.  This would lead to the Spanish American War.

	1936

	A novel published about the south during the Civil War through a young girl's eyes.

	The novel, among other things, put a picture into Americans minds of what the south looked like before the Civil War and this image stuck. Americans do not know that many farmers in the south did not have slaves and a big white mansion to live in.

	An essential part of the control of history, greatly affecting the way historians approach their work. 

	A theory can in a sense be explained as a hypothesis. It is the analysis that can explain the relationship between two events. Charles Darwin proposed an explanation for evolution in the natural world. This theory was a body of thermos presented to change the view of the subject of evolution.

	Mid 1800s

	The belief that one’s character can be told based on the shape of his head.

	This practice appealed to Americans as a kind of ‘practical science.’  This was ideal for America because of its easily understood nature and relative ease of practice, filled with the promise of betterment.
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	Cyrus McCormick 

	Middle 1800s

	Inventor of the mechanical reaper.

	McCormick patented his machine, opened a factory in Chicago, and had sold over 80,000 reapers.  He profited immensely during the Civil War by selling hundreds of thousands of the reapers, which harvested grain seven times faster than traditional reapers, with half of the labor, guaranteeing that wheat would dominate the Midwestern prairies.  This invention also helped the Union win the Civil War to raise its own agricultural production. KEY PIECE OF INFORMATION: 1 man, 1 horse And a McCormick Reaper could harvest the same amount of wheat as 10 men working with scythes.  All innovations in agriculture contribute to the development of cities and industry via specialization.
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	P.T.Barnum

		Showman who understood how to turn the public need of entertainment into a business. He was a hustler who cheated his customers before they could cheat him.

	Barnum recognized newspapers could invent ideas in additon to just reporting the news. He believed that Americans would believe anything. Barnum gave lectures on how alchohal was evil and advocated the American Museum by telling people it was a cener for safe family amusement. 
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	Trousers 

		The trousers, also called bloomers, were a step above hoop skirts but still did not show the shape of the leg which would have been looked down upon. They were a symbol of progress though. 

	Miller’s inspiration for the trouser came from her father. He was an active supporter of women’s rights. The current style of hoopskirts and corsets, he thought made women look helpless and passive.

	He came from Africa in 1640 to the colonies, where he worked as an indentured servant in Virginia. He complained about his unjust treatment, but sadly the courts ruled that he would work for his master for life. Surprisingly his master was black.

	Casor symbolized one of many early Americans bound to servitude. He is rather unique, as his master was black. His case shows that blacks were given equal rights as whites in terms of owning slaves and servants.
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	mulatto

	1700-1860

	A mulatto is a person that has one parent that is Caucasian and another parent that is black.  Many in the south that were mulatto were looked down upon by the white community.

	White mulattos were allowed to own land and have any job that whites could have. Their culture blended elements of whites and blacks. Black mulattoes were often “mistaken” for slaves and discriminated against. Mulatto children were the worst sorrows of a plantation mistress despite many other problems she had to deal with.

	1700s

	The first female rights activist, who began as a political writer on American rights, and became a feminist and abolitionist.

	Her writings were the first widely read writings encouraging the rights of women.
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	Tobacco

	1700s

	By 1790, was no longer a viable cash crop. The value of it had decreased, and tobacco had depleted the soil. 

	Because there was not a desire for tobacco, cotton would soon become the main cash crop in the south.  This would cause an increase in the amount of slaves, and an increase in farmland.

	Relationships between black slave owners and their black slaves 

	1700s – 1800s

	Black slave owners usually kept slaves for one of two reasons: to protect loved ones or to make a profit like their white counterparts.

	This unusual relationship between one of a race considered equal to the other, in which the first owns the second, was very rare and caused severe castes and  classes between mulattos, free blacks, and black slaves.

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	William Henry Harrison

	1773-1841

	As governor of Indiana Territory, Harrison defeated Indians in battle and signed treaties vastly expanding the territory. He was elected president in 1840, but died a month later.

	Once William Henry Harrison was elected into the presidency as a Whig, he was able to create a Whig majority.  But, because of the sudden death of Harrison, his VP, John Tyler took control causing the Whig party to soon dissolve.
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	Shakers

	1774

	Believed that in the second coming, Jesus would take the form of a woman, were blatantly against materialism, abstained from sexual intercourse, and Shook during a convulsive religious dance, which is how they got their name.

	Shaker artisanship, especially their furniture, gained renown, but this religious group is no longer around today, as they insisted that their followers not partake in sexual intercourse.  Like the Mormons, this religious group became on the fringe of society, as they were quite untraditional compared to the average protestant denomination.
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	Samuel Slater

	1789

	Despite a ban on the emigration of skilled English mechanics by Britain after the revolution, engineer Samuel Slater designed the first cotton mill in the United States based on smuggled designs.
	The construction of Slater’s first cotton mill began the Industrial Revolution in America.
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	Second Great Awakening

	1790

	This was an upheaval of thought that brought ideas of harmony between religion and politics and some people even thought heaven may be democratic. This led to many revivals in many religions and preaching of the Second Coming as well. This led to many new denominations being created such as Methodists and Mormons.

	This new revival in religion led to the creation of many denominations of Christianity which would either slightly or radically challenge its traditional customs of practice. The most successful of these sects are still practiced today.
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	John Tyler

	1790-1862

	Harrison’s VP, Tyler assumed office after Harrison’s death. Although he was a Whig, he favored Democratic ideals; he vetoed a charter for a new national bank, and he refused to lower tariffs. 

	John Tyler’s action’s as president caused many problems. First, his actions betrayed his party the Whigs and this caused him to drop out of the race in 1844.
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	White Pedestal

	1790s-1870s

	The White pedestal was women of the white upper class in the antebellum era. This played an important role in slavery, for the white women would usually took care of the slaves, and supervised them.  

	The white pedestal women played little roles in the economy or in politics. They can be compared to upper-class European women. However, very few women were in the white pedestal. 
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	Vindiction of Women’s Rights 

	1792

	A Vindiction of Women’s Rights, was also known as the feminist bible written by Mary Wollstonecraft. The purpose was to discuss women’s role in society. 

	The Vindication of Women’s Rights was the first manifesto to address the condition of women. It attempted to show the legitimacy of women’s demands by linking feminism to principles in American Democracy. 
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	Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions

	1798

	The Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions said that the Union was a compact between the states, which limited powers on the central government. 

	These Resolutions limited the powers of the central government greatly. It said that the US is not comprised of just a central government but also state governments that can limit the central government. These would set the standard for states’ rights protests through the modern day including the Nullification of the Tariff in the 1820s, the secession from the Union in the 1860s and the massive resistance to integration in the 1950s and 1960s.

	1798

	 Famous inventor of the cotton gin.

	Whitney bought a contract to make muskets for the government by using interchangeable parts. Though it did not succeed, "his idea captured the imagination of many American leaders and foreshadowed the rise of a full scale industrial economy".(205)  
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	Elizabeth Cady Stanton

	18

	Elizabeth Stanton was a women’s right activist who seeked the attention and acceptance of her father who refused to give it to  her because she was a women. She was strong on believing that women should be able to divorce if they weanted to. 

	Stanton was very disturbed about the lack of women’s rights. She worked in his father’s law office and would often listen to the women who came in asking for help. Her father was not able to do anything for them, because there were no laws concerning them. A woman came in with a devastating case which upset Elizabeth so much that she threatened to cut the bad laws out of the books. After the tragic death of her brother, she tried to live up to his position to please her father. Even though she excelled in school her father always said he wished she had been a boy.
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	Abolition

	1800

	The idea of abolition, the freeing of black slaves, began to catch speed during the 1800s. However, because of the appeal of the convenience of slavery, few slave-holders were willing to free their slaves for compensation. Both white and black abolitionists campaigned for the abolition of slavery, William Lloyd Garrison being one of them. 

	The anti-slavery movement drew attention to the growing desire for the abolition of slaves. Because of the anti-slavery movement, the slaves were eventually freed. The abolition movement also assisted in the initiation of the feminist movement. 
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	Fanatical Spiritualism

	1800

	Fanatical Spiritualism is the idea by De Tocqueville that the US springs various sects of radical religions. These religions form because they are in a new area where they can create themselves and they want to satisfy their souls to God which takes these many various forms. They believe the way to salvation is through more radical means then the large denominations of the church in other areas and do not want to have bound religion at all.

	Fanatical Spiritualism led to the formation of many new religions in the United States. The Mormons and Shakers were only a few of these. Though some of these religions were smaller, some like the Mormons grew exponentially and made a somewhat profound impact on the United States as a whole. These religions even spread internationally as well.

	The woman’s sphere consisted of daily housekeeping and childcare, which were supposed to be her main concern. If a woman stayed delicate, submissive and pure she would be respected in society. Women were expected to have manners and be dependent on men. 

	Women had to act her part in society, they had to act the part of “piety, purity, submission, and domesticity” (67). If she acted this way she would gain the respect of society. Being a lady was no longer a social position. To be a lady meant that the woman would stay at home and devout themselves to their husband and children. Many supporters of the ideal of separate spheres were not believers in full legal equality for women.

	1800s

	Southerners rationalized slavery with classical institutionalists like Aristotle and Plato and the slavery society of Athens.

	This allowed southerners to ease the pain they might be feeling for what they  are doing and justify it in their own minds.

	1800s

	Disputes arose between plantation owners (who owned slaves) and the yeomen, for planters sided with Republicans while yeomen went with Democrats.

	Due to their extensive economic dealings and need for credit, planters looked to the Whig party. Yeomen’s independence and self sufficiency drew them towards the Democrats. However, there was little confrontation between them since they tended to stay in their own groups, and whites didn’t really work together.

	Cotton was the main crop in the South. 75% of all slaves harvested cotton, which was sent to the North and to Europe for processing. As cotton production boomed, so did the number of slaves.

	Cotton was a huge input into the Southern economy. Because of cotton, more slaves were needed, and many of the factors caused by cotton caused problems leading to the Civil War, and the CSA’s defeat.

	Formal man-to-man fighting over one’s breached honor.

	1800s

	The old practice of dueling was present even before the British controlled the colonies. Over time the Old South had clung to this tradition. It was a formal duel between two parties of which one had been insulted by the other. Most times the dispute was settled by friends of the two parties but many duels ended violently. 

	Dueling encouraged men to settle disputes without any thought of the law, and this brash idea in the south could eventually play into there attempt at succession during the civil war. The idea that violence was needed to settle pride disputes was not new, but in this era it had all but been left behind. The code of honor and dueling led southerner’s to believe they were above the law. The southern notion of honor lended itself to a self perception of southern gentlemen as chivalrous knights giving rise to some interesting cultural allusions – The University of Virginia Cavaliers, The Knights of the Ku Klux Klan, etc.

	As slaves gained or won their freedom, they were more likely to live in cities, where plantations weren’t.  

	This is significant because it allowed for somewhat of a demographic shift, even though there weren’t too many slaves that were freed. Also, it allowed for slaves to have some sort of job, other than yard work.

	1800s

	American slaves lived longer and more healthfully than those in countries such as Brazil due to a more balanced gender ratio and the availability of plentiful fatty food.

	1800s

	The settlers of the pine barrens were whites who did not plant cash crops. They squatted in squalid cabins and grew corn and raised animals. 10% of all Southern whites lived in pine barrens.

	The actions taken by the pine barrens were supposed to represent the negative action of slavery toward the whites, but the pine barrens still accepted slavery, and this caused a separation between the northern paupers and the self sufficient poor white southerners.

	Southerners argued that slavery helped the economy grow and prosper, and it also helped the slaves in adapting to the American way of life.

	Southerners argued that slavery was a “positive good rather than a necessary evil.” This meant that slavery benefited white people just as much as it did the slaves themselves, such as giving them Christian values and incentives, and grouping their relationship with their owners as a “natural” submission, like children to parents or wives to husbands.

	1800s

	Though cash crops were popular in the Lower South and the Upper South had other agriculture, both had many similar characteristics which unified the entire South.

	Many people in the Lower South had come from the Upper South, they both benefited from the 3/5’s clause, and abolitionist attacks on slavery drew them both together even closer. This relationship caused a very productive and unified South altogether.

	Yeomen were small farmers in the South. They usually owned few or no slaves. Except in the delta regions, yeomen did not desire to become plantation owners.

	The internal slave trade materialized because of the halted slave trade with Africa. Mostly, farmers in the upper south found a profit in selling their slaves to farmers in the lower south because of the boom in cotton production.

	Agricultural commodities became expensive. This made farmers add a cash crop which made agriculture turn commercial. The new commercial farming had many problems. 	1817

	Sent to Monroe just after he was elected president, this letter describes Indian tribes as “subjects” of the United States, not citizens. Thus, he describes how Indians should be made to absolutely respect Congress' authority and sovereignty, even without being represented in government.

	This letter affirmed Jackson’s pre-Presidential beliefs about Indians and the need of their removal.  He had a plan all along and just waited to get into a position of power to finish it, since Monroe apparently did not.

	1819

	Transcontinental Treaty of 1819 was a treaty between the US and Spain that the US would destroy its claims to Texas, and in return, Spain would destroy its claims to the Oregon Country.

	The USA also gained Florida in this treaty, and as a result gained the economic and military advantages of controlling the entire east coast. The treaty ended a dispute over Texas, which was claimed by Mexico after its independence.

	1819

	Economic catastrophes based upon state banks’ issuance of their own bank notes, which were little more than I.O.U.s for gold and silver coins.  These had helped to fuel the land boom after 1815, and farmers had borrowed these to buy more land and crops, while depending on European sales.

	Europe did not have as high a demand for American crops as American farmers had anticipated.  The results of this panic were a myriad of economic problems.  The national bank insisted the state banks redeem the paper with real coins.  Prices for crops dropped dramatically, credit dropped, and farmers could not pay their debts.  This panic left a dissident feeling among Americans in respect to the National Bank, and it demonstrated how dependent American farmers had become on foreign markets.

	Calhoun’s opposing views against those of his President really caused issues. 	Turner's rebellion ended up being the largest rebellion by a group of slaves in U.S history.(There is much dispute over this characterization however, as the Black Seminole Rebellion and the Louisiana Slave Revolt probably involved far more slaves plus, the Seminole Rebellion actually resulted in emancipation for some slaves unlike any of the other revolts)  The Virginians hearts only hardened on the subject of setting slaves free because of this act.  The fact that so many whites were killed scared the bejezus out of slave owners throughout the south making John Brown’s ambitions at Harper’s Ferry all the more frightening.

	1832

	Americans remained vulnerable to disease even though the conditions were slowly rising. They were vulnerable diseases such as cholera, and yellow fever. These diseases spread very rapidly and were almost impossible to control.

	Epidemic diseases like choler and yellow fever, which were ironically made worse in spreading by the transportion revolution, were unexplainable by physicians. This led to a distrust from the public in the medical profession and public health was no longer valued. Contagionists even called for quaratine in certain areas. This distrust continued until the discovery of anesthesia made advances in surgery which gradually improved the public image of doctors and surgeons.

	Jackson realized that the Bank was becoming too powerful and independent of national government. The Bank was located in Philadelphia, symbolizing independence from national government. The Bank was controlled by stockholders instead of the government. Biddle, the bank’s president, asked for another charter for the Bank. Jackson immediately vetoed and won the presidential election of 1832. Jackson then tried to finish off the bank by withdrawing federal deposits from it and storing them in private-owned banks.

	Jackson eventually finished off the Bank, as it bankrupted after his term ended. Jackson made himself clear on major issues, and set himself and his supporters in the government. This split the Democrats and Whigs that much more. The Bank stayed dead for many years after Jackson left office.

	1832

	When a South Carolina convention nullified the collection of tariffs (from national orders)of 1828 and 1832, Jackson responded with ire and sent arms to Unionists in South Carolina.  The ordeal ended with the Compromise Tariff of 1833, which slowly lowered the tariffs, and the Force Bill which gave Jackson the right to use arms in the process of collecting tariffs. South Carolina nullified the Force Bill but rescinded their nullification of the previous tariffs.

	Polarizing Southerners against supporters of high tariffs, this conflict (& eventual resolution) put the country at the brink of greater problems, like secession or civil war. The compromise that ended it gave Henry Clay and other proponents of tariffs in reasonable control over the issue, even if the tariff did end up getting lower. The Nullification Crisis set up an almost civil war.

	 A major canal that linked New York to the Great Lakes and also the European shipping routes.  

	The Erie Canal allowed Ohio to build a network of canals that allowed farmers to ship their wheat by water instead of by road. The Erie Canal was so successful that they had to double the size of the canal to handle all the traffic.

The state banks, however, raised the interest in speculation and caused further issues.

	Van Buren continued the Jacksonian idea of opposing a nationally-sponsored bank, putting in place the Independent Treasury instead, although it would leave conflicts between state banks and national government unresolved. His presidency came at an inopportune moment, so that his economic policies seemed to worsen the already bad economic climate.

	Massachusetts towns where two textile mills where established as experiments in factory manufacturing and employed six thousand workers that had everything from a ten pm curfew to “moral police”.
	The rapid growth of the textile industry resulted in a shortage of labor. Textile manufactures had to make deals to entice laborers to come to work. The Lowell system guaranteed employees housing. Six thousand more workers were hired due to the new textile mills. The majority of workers here were single young women who were supposed to keep a good reputation.
