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1.The “Fall Line” is the demarcation separating the “Coastal Plain” or “Tidewater” area (the geographical area in which streams and rivers flow smooth or flat) from the “Piedmont” or “Foothills” (the geographic area in which rivers flow over rocks and cliffs). The geography of the Tidewater area is such that the rivers flow slowly toward the ocean. The geography of the Piedmont is “bumpier” so rivers fall faster forming waterfalls and whitewater.   Canoeing up a river to the Piedmont from the ocean, the first time you see a waterfall or even bumps/rapids you cross the Fall Line. With your pencil, draw the fall line from the Chesapeake area through Georgia as you would expect it to appear on the map. If you are having trouble getting your head around the concept, check out http://olympic.atmos.colostate.edu/~jesser/us_map.html and look for the contrast between “bumpy” areas and the flat areas. (2 points)
2. Here is your chance to develop “historical empathy,” the capacity to understand how people lived their lives in another era. What would be the differences in the lives of early settlers who live above the fall line as compared to those who live below it? How might those in the Piedmont feel about those in the Tidewater and vice versa? You will need to write on the back (6 points)

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1. The Continental Divide is the demarcation between that geographical area in which water flows to one ocean or sea and that land on which water flows to another ocean or sea. With your regular lead pencil draw the Eastern Continental Divide separating the area on which water flows to the Atlantic and that on which water flows to the Gulf of Mexico. Consult a topographical map of the eastern US. Look for mountains and rivers to guide you. Hint:  You should start in Florida and end in Wisconsin. (2 points)

2. Use your pencil to draw the Western Continental Divide between Pacific and the Gulf of Mexico.  Hint: You should start in Mexico and end in Canada. (2 points)
